Forming up:

in pairs form a circle around the room. Boys stand on the left-hand side of their partners. Both partners face the line of dance (anti-clockwise).
each boy holds his partner’s right hand, with his right hand behind the girl’s right shoulder. he holds her left hand with his left hand at about waist level (allemande hold).

Beginning the dance:

Begin with your right foot.

Bars 1 – 4:
Walk forward four steps. On your fourth step, make a half turn. Keep your hands in allemande position, but now your left arm is high and your right arm is low. Walk backwards four steps in the line of dance (still anti-clockwise).

Bars 5 – 8:
Repeat this: Walk four steps forward (now in a clockwise direction). Turn on the fourth step and walk four steps 
backwards. You should now be back in the place where you started from.

Bars 9 – 12:
now boys let go their partners’ left 
hands, holding their right hands. 
Boys walk forward in the line of dance 
(anti-clockwise). The girls birl or twirl 
under the boys’ right arms. 

Bars 13 – 16:
At the end of the fourth birl, boys and 
girls take up a waltz position and do 
three full polka turns.
