Conchita Wurst
Conchita Wurst gained international fame when she won the Eurovision Song Contest in 2014, with her song Rise Like a Phoenix. Conchita Wurst is a female stage persona, ‘a lady with a beard’, who performs as a drag queen when she is in public. Conchita Wurst‘s real name is Tom Neuwirth, who was born in Austria in 1988. Tom Neuwirth started his singing career after taking part in an Austrian casting show in 2007. He had his coming out as gay in a newspaper interview during his time on the casting show. He says that it was not easy for him to come out to the general public, but that it was the right decision. It was important for him to send out the message that everybody can be different without shame. He suffered from homophobic bullying as a gay man, but luckily he had the support of his family and friends. Tom Neuwirth also says that being out as gay in public is a social responsibility because all secrets end and he can be who he really is. Tom Neuwirth invented the character of Conchita Wurst in 2011. Since Conchita Wurst’s victory at the Eurovision Song Contest in 2014, she has become a symbol of tolerance and gay pride to make other people‘s lives better. Being a gay man who dresses like a woman in public did not stop the successful careerof Conchita Wurst or Tom Neuwirth. It should come as no surprise that Conchita Wurst’s motto is: “You are unstoppable!”

Tom Daley
Tom Daley, born in 1994, is a British diver. His main discipline is the 10-metre platform event, but he also does 10-metre synchro diving. Tom Daley is an Olympic medalist and won a bronze medal at the Olympic Games in London in 2012. He has also won many other diving championships and was world and European champion several times. In December 2013, Tom Daley made his sexual orientation public with his own YouTube video. In the video, Tom Daley says that he has been through an emotional rollercoaster for many years – and that he is now in a relationship with a man, US screenwriter Dustin Lance Black. This relationship gave him the comfort to come out on YouTube. He says that he was very surprised when he found himself falling in love with a man, but he had always had these feelings at the back of his mind, and when he met his partner, it ‘clicked’. When he told his friends that he wanted to come out, some said that it would be better to keep quiet. They were worried about his future. But in the end, he wanted to put an end to the rumours and the speculation about his sexual orientation. Honesty is very important to him, too. His diving coach supports Tom Daley. He thinks it took a lot of courage for Tom to be one of the first Olympic athletes to come out. With his newly found self-confidence, Tom Daley still performs brilliantly. He is very happy and overwhelmed by all the support from his fans, and he says: “I’m still Tom, I still want to win an Olympic gold medal for Great Britain at Rio 2016.” Tom Daley’s example can give hope to other gay and lesbian people.

Ingrid Nilsen
Ingrid Nilsen (born in 1989) is a famous Internet celebrity and video blogger. Her name on YouTube, where she has her own channel, is Missglamorazzi. Her beauty and fashion tutorials are very popular. In 2015, she came out as gay in a video that she posted on her channel. In her video, she says that she has been waiting for this moment for a long time. She was tired of hiding her sexuality from her fans, who have always been an important part of her life. She simply wanted to tell them the truth about herself. “I guess I'm just going to get right to it. There’s something that I want you to know. That something is, I’m gay. It feels so good to say that,” she says in her video. Ingrid Nilsen remembers that she realized she was gay when she was still a child. Being gay has always been an important part of her life, but she was scared that nobody would accept her the way she is. But she didn’t want to lie about her true feelings anymore. After her coming out, she said: “I’m proud of who I am and I'm not going to apologize for who I am anymore. This is the life I’ve always lived in my head and now it’s real.” Her fans reacted very positively and her coming-out video has had over 14 million clicks. She also uses her popularity to discuss lesbian and gay rights and work against discrimination, for example in a YouTube interview with US President Barack Obama. 

Ian McKellen
Ian McKellen (born in 1939) is a British actor best known for his roles as Gandalf in the film Lord of the Rings or as Magneto in the X-Men films. He has had a long career of theatre acting, too. Ian McKellen had the courage to come out to the general public in 1988 at the age of 49, in a BBC radio programme. Although he was afraid that coming out might have a negative effect on his career, he decided to come out because he had always hated having to live a secret and painful life. Ian McKellen says that he used to use acting as a disguise to hide his sexuality. He felt ashamed of who he really was. Today, Ian McKellen says about his coming out in 1988: “I regret and always shall that I didn't see the significance of coming out at a much earlier date because I think I would have been a different person and a happier one.” He thinks that coming out was the right move. It made his acting better because he was able to be honest and free. And he feels that people like it when an actor is authentic and self-confident. He also says that many people simply “don’t give a damn” about his sexuality. Next to his acting career, Ian McKellen fights for lesbian and gay equality and he supports an organisation that helps young gay and lesbian people.

Emma Watson: Gender equality is your issue too

Date: 20 September 2014

Speech by UN Women Goodwill Ambassador Emma Watson at a special event for the HeForShe 

campaign, United Nations Headquarters, New York, 20 September 2014

Today we are launching a campaign called 

“HeForShe.”
I am reaching out to you because we need your 

help. We want to end gender inequality – and to do 

this we need everyone involved.

This is the first campaign of its kind at the UN: we 

want to try and galvanize as many men and boys as 

possible to be advocates for change. And we don’t 

just want to talk about it, we want to try and make 

sure that it’s tangible.

I was appointed as Goodwill Ambassador for UN 

Women six months ago and the more I’ve spoken 

about feminism the more I have realized that 

fighting for women’s rights has too often become 

synonymous with man-hating. If there is one thing 

I know for certain, it is that this has to stop.

For the record, feminism by definition is the belief 

that “men and women should have equal rights 

and opportunities. It is the theory of the political, 

economic and social equality of the sexes.”

I started questioning gender-based assumptions a 

long time ago. When I was eight I was confused at 

being called “bossy,” because I wanted to direct the 

plays that we would put on for our parents – but 

the boys were not.

When at 14 I started to be sexualized by certain 

elements of the media.

When at 15 my girlfriends started dropping out of 

their beloved sports teams because they didn’t want 

to appear “muscly.”

When at 18 my male friends were unable to express 

their feelings.
I decided that I was a feminist and this seemed 

uncomplicated to me. But my recent research has 

shown me that feminism has become an unpopular 

word. Women are choosing not to identify as 

feminist.
Apparently, I am among the ranks of women whose 

expressions are seen as too strong, too aggressive, 

isolating, and anti-men, unattractive even.

Why has the word become such an uncomfortable 

one?
I am from Britain and I think it is right that I am 

paid the same as my male counterparts. I think 

it is right that I should be able to make decisions 

about my own body. I think it is right that women 

be involved on my behalf in the policies and the 

decisions that will affect my life. I think it is right 

that socially I am afforded the same respect as men. 

But sadly I can say that there is no one country in 

the world where all women can expect to receive 

these rights.
No country in the world can yet say that they have 

achieved gender equality.

These rights I consider to be human rights but I am 

one of the lucky ones. My life is a sheer privilege 

because my parents didn’t love me less because I 

was born a daughter. My school did not limit me 

because I was a girl. My mentors didn’t assume 

that I would go less far because I might give birth 

to a child one day. These influencers were the 

gender equality ambassadors that made me who I 

am today. They may not know it, but they are the 

inadvertent feminists who are changing the world 

today. We need more of those.

And if you still hate the word – it is not the word 

that is important it’s the idea and the ambition 

behind it. Because not all women have received the 

same rights that I have. In fact, statistically, very 

few have been.

In 1997, Hillary Clinton made a famous speech in 

Beijing about women’s rights. Sadly, many of the 

things she wanted to change are still true today.

But what stood out for me the most was that less 

than 30 per cent of the audience were male. How 

can we affect change in the world when only half 

of it is invited or feel welcome to participate in the 

conversation?
Men – I would like to take this opportunity to 

extend your formal invitation. Gender equality is 

your issue too.

Because to date, I’ve seen my father’s role as a 

parent being valued less by society despite my 

needing his presence as a child as much as my 

mother’s.
I’ve seen young men suffering from mental illness 

unable to ask for help for fear it would make them 

less of a men or less of a man – in fact in the UK 

suicide is the biggest killer of men between 20-49; 

eclipsing road accidents, cancer and coronary heart 

disease. I’ve seen men made fragile and insecure by 

a distorted sense of what constitutes male success. 

Men don’t have the benefits of equality either.  

We don’t often talk about men being imprisoned 

by gender stereotypes but I can see that they are 

and that when they are free, things will change for 

women as a natural consequence.

If men don’t have to be aggressive in order to 

be accepted women won’t feel compelled to be 

submissive. If men don’t have to control, women 

won’t have to be controlled.
